Easter Reflections 
A few years ago during the Christmas Holidays, I returned home to the 
land of the long white cloud for a few weeks.   Two things happened that 
will be instilled in my memory for the rest of my life.  My sister, who is 
really trusting always leaves her car unlocked and this day we convinced 
her to lock it.  Disaster!!!!! She locked her keys in the car.  Suddenly a 
camper van pulled up and plucking up the courage, I went over to ask if 
they had a coat hanger. The door opened and the voice said, “Hi Sue, I 
haven’t seen you in years.” It was a friend Rachel from Bible college days 
who now lived in Fiji. 
A week later, after returning to Australia, grocery shopping was required. 
While walking down one the aisles, I found myself face to face with a 
stranger who asked, “How was your holiday in New Zealand?” Realizing 
there was no recognition, he said, “We sat together on the plane going 
over to Auckland.” 
As we approach Easter, Jesus (to whom many historical accounts outside 
of the Bible verify the events of his death and resurrection) was recog-
nized not just as a man but as God himself, the King, as he rode into Jeru-
salem on a donkey. Days later, he was sentenced to death even though 
he had done nothing wrong.  God’s plan was to send his son to die in our 
place so we can know forgiveness and peace. May you experience his 
unending love and the peace that can only come from God this Easter.
