Genesis 4 
 This week’s passage from Genesis chapter 4, the story of Cain and Abel 
is one that we are pretty much familiar with.  But what’s this story 
about?  The offering, the murder or something much deeper and closer 
to home?  Many people think it’s about Cain murdering Abel because his 
offering wasn’t accepted.  Even though murder is always sinful and evil, I 
don’t think that’s the lesson God is trying to teach here.  I think God is 
trying to teach us about our vulnerability to sin and how we can easily 
succumb to it when we’re in a wrong state of mind. If someone or 
something makes us angry, we often react, often in unhelpful ways.  
Here God is telling us to control our anger and not let our anger control 
us.  God asks Cain, “Why are you angry, and why has your countenance 

fallen?” Of course, God 
already knows the answer 
but He wants Cain to open 
up about his feelings.  
When we internalize angry 
thoughts, they take up 
residence inside us and we 
eventually embrace that 
anger.  The first time we 
come across the word ‘sin’ 
in the Bible, is in this 
passage.  Sin is waiting for 
Cain to act but Cain has to 
make a choice. Is he going 
to resist the invitation or 
give in to it? It’s a choice 
we all face.
